Why is this chart is so popular?

• Industry standard visual to quickly see 

how a fund has performed against the 

selected peer group and benchmark.

• Easy to identify historical over or  

underperformance trends.

How to Interpret  this chart

1st Quartile = Top 25% of portfolio returns for the universe.

2nd Quartile = 25% – 50% of portfolio returns for the universe.

3rd Quartile = 50% - 75% of portfolio returns for the universe.

4th Quartile = Bottom 25% of portfolio returns for the universe

More Volatility 

Why look at this chart? 

• Same functionality as the previous 

chart (Annualized Rate of Return) 

except the periods are different.

• Focused only on 12 month 

periods. 

• In this case, they run from March 

31st year over year.
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Return / Standard Deviation (4-Year)

More Return, Less Risk More Return, More Risk

Lower Return, Less Risk Lower Return / More Risk

How to Interpret  this chart

1. First Quadrant = Higher return / lower risk.  

This is the ideal place to be.

2. Second Quadrant = Higher return / higher risk.

3. Third Quadrant = Lower return / lower risk.

4. Fourth Quadrant = Lower return / higher risk.

This is where you don’t want to be.

X Axis = Standard Deviation (Risk)

Y Axis = Rate of Return (%)

Why is this chart is so popular?

• Demonstrates the amount of risk taken to achieve a Fund’s rate of return. 

• Easy to compare a Fund’s standard Deviation (risk) against the entire universe.

Grey dots  = all funds 

included in the universe

Blue lines = median universe results
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Value of a Dollar

What does this chart tell you?

• Easy comparison of one dollar invested 

in two different vehicles. 

• The default chart is usually a fund vs 

benchmark but often you’ll see multiple 

funds plotted head-to-head. 

• Great chart for looking at long time 

horizons.

• Offers perspective.

The difference between one dollar being 

invested in the fund vs. the value of the 

benchmark over the same time period.

Easy to identify periods when 

the fund and benchmark didn’t 

move in sync.
